Painting Locations

In addition to painting in the village of Algajola we will
also go on trips to the oldest village in Corsica,
Sant’Antonino, the harbour town of Calvi, the market
town of L'lle Rousse and Pigna, an artisan village.

Sant’Antonino , the oldest By
inhabited village on Corsica, f

is perched on a granite
hilltop. It is essentially
pedestrian due to its vaulted
archways and cobbled
streets. The village affords
360° views from the
surrounding mountains all the way down to the sea.

Calvi, imagine the perfect
“picture post-card”
Mediterranean; a colourful
array of buildings, cobbled
treets climbing up to a
Genoese Citadel, harbour-
side cafés and restaurants,
and a pine fringed crescent
of silver sand stretching as far as the eye can see.

L'lle Rousse , which lies at .
the foot of the Balagne hills, a
laid-back seaside town with
beaches of white sand and a
bustling marketplace and £
cafés beneath the palm trees &
in the village square. :

Pigna, an artisan Vvillage
| with its compact cluster of
orange roofs and blue
shutters is the perfect place
to get a feel of the traditional
" culture of Corsica, There
R are potters, painters, music
box makers, musicians and
jewellery craftsmen all based here.
