walls. From the fortifications along the lungomare (promenade) we will 
enjoy magnificent panoramic views across the bay of Alghero as far as 
the imposing rocks of Capo Caccia.    

1.00pm Packed lunch with refreshments at the beautiful Le Bombarde beach, 
regarded as being amongst the most beautiful beaches in Sardinia. Free 
time for you to enjoy a dip in the sea! 

2.00pm Our excursion this afternoon will take us to the impressive rock 
formations created by the wind and sea at Capo Caccia, the most 
westerly point of the island. You also have the chance of visiting the 
Nuragic complex of Palmavera, the main tower of which dates back from 
the 14th-century BC. 

6.00pm Estimated time of return to Funtanarena 
7.30pm Glass of wine and canapés served on the veranda. 
8.00pm 3 course dinner with wine.

Inside the town’s Cattedrale di 
Sant’Antonio Abate, is a 16th-century altarpiece; Madonna with Angels, by 
a 15th-century painter known as Maestro di Castelsardo, whose other 
masterpieces can be admired in the Crypt Museum.  

1.00pm Light lunch with refreshments will be taken at a small eatery in the old 
town. Free time for you to relax over a coffee with great views! 

2.00pm Afternoon photographing in Castelsardo. 
6.00pm Estimated time of return to Funtanarena.
