Hotel Casa Musicale

] Despite being our closest Mediterranean

.. island, Corsica remains a mystery to
| most Brits; it has a lot to offer and many
= different layers to discover. Described
. by the French writer Balzac as “A
* French island basking in the Italian sun”
_there are both French and ltalian influ-
- ences plus a uniquely Corsican flavour.

Dotted along the coast between
the towns of Calvi and L'lle
Rousse lie the villages, sandy
beaches and secluded coves that |&
make the area of La Balagne so
appealing. Backed by high moun-
tains that remain snow capped F
until early summer, the landscape
demonstrates that Corsica is a mountain in the sea. Honey hued
villages with real Corsican character cling to the mountains.

As with Corsica itself, the island's cui-

The celebrated Casa Musicale is located in one
such hilltop village—Pigna, a compact cluster of
orange roofs and blue shutters and a good place
to get a feel of the traditional culture of Cor-
sica. There are potters, painters, music box
makers, musicians and jewellery craftsmen all
based here.

Casa Musicale is traditionally Corsican
in style, charming and friendly with
simply furnished comfortable en-suite
rooms.

In addition to painting in and around
Pigna, and in the charming hilltop village
of Sant’ Antonino , we will also go on
painting / sightseeing trips to Calvi, a
picturesque harbour town dominated by
the Genoese Citadel, to the lovely, white
sandy beach of Algajola with its inviting
crystal  clear
water; to L'lle
Rousse a
laid-back sea-
side town with a market held every
morning in a majestic covered
market place — all beautiful places
to set up our easels and paint.
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i Sant'Antonino, the oldest inhabited vil-
lage on Corsica, is perched on a granite
hilltop. It is essentially pedestrian due to
its vaulted archways and cobbled streets
although the other way to explore the
village is by mule - the traditional form of
transport. The village affords 360° views
2 of the surrounding countryside and coast.

% Calvi, imagine the perfect “picture post-
card” Mediterranean; a colourful array of
buildings, cobbled streets climbing

up to a Genoese Citadel, harbour-

side cafés and restaurants, and a

pine fringed crescent of silver sand

stretching as far as the eye can

see. This is Calvi, offering an

abundance of inspirational painting

subjects.

L'lle Rousse lies at the foot of the
Balagne hills, a laid-back seaside town
with beaches of white sand and a bustling
marketplace and cafés beneath the plane
trees in the village square. Named after
the islets that blush a deep russet red in
the sunset and with the warmest climate
in Corsica it is an ideal spot for a great
painting day.

Algajola is a charming, sleepy little vil-
lage with a long stretch of beach, half way
along the coast between Calvi and L'lle Rousse. An ideal
place to relax, unwind and dodge the crowds, the town re-
mains calm and tranquil even in the height of summer. Alga-
jola is a real treasure, wandering around the streets and pas-
sageways allows you to discover wonderful Corsican scenes.
